Forgotten Harvest was formed in 1990 to fight two problems: hunger and waste. Forgotten
Harvest “rescued” 19.4 million pounds of food last year by collecting surplus prepared and
perishable food from 455 sources, including grocery stores, fruit and vegetable markets,
restaurants, caterers, dairies, farmers, wholesale food distributors and other Health Department-
approved sources. This donated food, which would otherwise go to waste, is delivered free-of-
charge to 158 emergency food providers in the metro Detroit area. Learn more about Forgotten
Harvest and how to help drive hunger from our community at www.forgottenharvest.org.

The Sunday Dinner Company (thesundaydinnercompany.com) provides employment
opportunities for disenfranchised citizens such as at-risk-youth or returning citizens and
provides services to the general public via a beautiful restaurant.

The staff at the Sunday Dinner Company prepares
food for homeless, seniors and shut-ins in collaboration with Forgotten Harvest, a local food
rescue company.

The restaurant can seat 80
people comfortably. Carryout and catering is available as well. The Sunday Dinner Company
Restaurant is located at 6470 E. Jefferson Ave. Detroit, Ml 48207, between Mt. Elliott and Belle
Isle Bridge - on the river side of Jefferson.
